Watering Calendar

A watering guide is available at www.bewaterwise.com to help
homeowners individualize their irrigation controller (timer) settings.
The guide is based on plant material, soil type and location (zip code).
Irrigation demands vary with the weather (season), plant material and
soil conditions.

Listed below is a sample of irrigation guidelines for cool season
grass and moderate water plants and we have used clay soil with
above-ground sprinklers for our calculations. Always check your plants
for stress (under-irrigating) and watch for runoff which indicates that
the sprinkler run times are too long. Modify accordingly.

Multiple start times in a day are needed as clay soil will not allow
water to percolate quickly. This will help limit runoff and wasted water.
Sandy or loam soils will allow for longer run times, but these soils are
rare in the SMWD boundary.

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The State’s Call for Water Solutions

A water policy and bond package was recently approved by the
(alifornia Legislature and will go before voters in November 2010

In November 2009, the California Legislature approved a Comprehensive
Water Package to address California's growing water challenges. If approved
by voters, the package will help ensure a reliable water supply for future
generations, promote conservation efforts and continue to protect
ecologically sensitive areas like the Sacramento-San Joaquin Delta.

The plan is comprised of four policy bills and an $11.14 billion general
obligation bond. For south Orange County, the most significant component
of the package is the bond —The Safe, Clean, and Reliable Drinking Water
Supply Act of 2010 — which will appear on the November 2010 ballot.

The bond proposal would provide funding for California's aging water
infrastructure and for projects to address the ecosystem and water supply
issues. Comprised of seven categories, the bond includes drought relief, water
supply reliability, Delta sustainability, statewide water system operational
improvement, conservation and watershed protection, groundwater
protection and water quality, and water recycling and water conservation.

In addition to the bond, the four policy bills will establish a Delta

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Diemer Treatment Plant
Closed January 25-31

The Diemer Water Treatment Plant, a Metropolitan
Water District facility in Yorba Linda, will close for routine
maintenance January 25 through 31. The plant treats
water imported from Northern California and the Colorado
River,and is SMWD's primary source of drinking water.

Although SMWD has adequate water supplies set aside
for situations like this, the District is asking customers to
continue their conservation efforts and be especially
mindful of their water usage during the planned
shutdown.

SMWD Refinances Bonds — Savings to Area Taxpayers

SMWD recently refinanced its 1997 General
Obligation bonds, resulting in a net present value
savings of $4.2 million without increasing the
payment period.

The bond sale comes after both Standard & Poor's
and Fitch assigned the SMWD bonds a 'AA' rating in
October 2009. The General Obligation Bonds were
originally issued in 1997 for Improvement Districts 2,
2A,3 and 4 which include Rancho Santa Margarita,
Coto de Caza, Las Flores and Ladera Ranch.

Despite challenging economic conditions,
SMWD's strong credit ratings allowed the District to
refinance approximately $38 million in outstanding
debt obligations with a lower interest rate. The
refunding bonds were sold at an all-in cost to SMWD SN
of 2.68 percent and refund previously outstanding -
bonds that carried an average rate of 5.16 percent.

In addition, the refinancing will not extend the
payment period of the bonds — the new issue under
Improvement Districts 2 and 2A will mature in August
2011; bonds issued under Improvement Districts 3
